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▪ We have had many requests for help for those teaching Preschool children. So,

we plan to answer this need by holding training workshops this Autumn.

▪ Our Home Bible clubs  will also start in October.  Please pray that the number of

   clubs will grow this year and that many more boys and girls will be reached with the          

   gospel.

▪ Also again this Autumn we plan to hold a training workshop for beginners, for

   young folks who want to begin to reach children for the Lord, either at church or in  

   their homes.

▪ Over this winter we hope to develop our program which we started last year for 

   weekend camps for children. 

▪ Another challenge facing us this autumn is our proposed week trip to the Republic 

   of Moldova at the beginning of November, for a training workshop for the 70 young 

   people who teach in Sunday school or in Home Bible Clubs over  the winter months.


Thank you for letting us share with you how we found that „God was in it all” over this challenging summer.  We would value your prayers along with us for wisdom in all our planning and preparation for this winter.  May „God be in it all”!
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Twelve men went to spy in Canaan,

 Ten were bad, two were good.

What do you think they saw in Canaan?

Ten were bad two were good.

Some saw giants, big and tall, 

Some saw grapes in clusters fall,

Some saw God was in it all......

This summers lessons in the camp were based on the life of Joshua and many times we felt that we were facing giants, some big and some tall, like the childrens chorus above suggests.   That is why we had to learn again, like the two spies, to see that really „God was in it all”........

At the beginning of the camp, one of the giants we faced was „a lack of our experienced leaders. Some couldnt come because of marriage and new babies, while others were taking their exams.  The new and inexperienced leaders had to take many responsibilities but they helped us see that „God was in it all” because they really met the challenge and proved themselves worthy of the trust we put in them.
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We are so grateful to the Lord for the 516 boys and girls who attended camp this year and for the great help of the 85 leaders that we had over the 10 weeks of camp. Praise be to God for the 95 children who received the gift of salvation!  

Some 16 children in the last camp trusted the Lord, this is the first time so many have come to faith in one single group. We were amazed and wondered why so many children were saved  this summer.  On reflection we realised that „God was in it all”, bringing many children from new Home Bible clubs, from new churches and new villages.  On counselling Debora(10), Vio asked her if she would like more time to think about her 

decision.  Debora replied: ”I want to trust the Lord now, because I don`t know if I will

have another chance to get the help to do this”.
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Another „giant” was literally the size of a sesame seed, but it could have closed  the camp: head lice and their eggs.  These were a great discouragement  for us as they disrupted totally the first day of each camp.   We had to examine and treat the infected children, a process which took hours.  Through the faithfulness and diligence of some of our leaders, they were successfully cleansed. We were determined not to let any child be sent home or the camp closed.  We could see how „God was in it all” in overcoming this problem, as many of the infected children became christians.


Beni (9 ani)  –  came to camp at the last moment.  However „God was in it all” because, on the same day that Vio spoke to Beni`s Mum on the phone to invite him to camp, amazingly, the Mum said that they had just discussed how they could possibly contact us for Beni to be enrolled. 

Beni is the youngest in a family with many children. The doctors had said that he would be handicapped for the rest of his life and so it would be better if the pregnancy be aborted.  His parents who are christians wouldnt consider this, and trusted the Lord for Beni`s health.  Of all their children, Beni is the cleverest and is the top of his class, a very obedient, sensitive boy.  His older brothers had been in the camp years ago, but Beni seems to be the brightest of them all.  After receiving the Lord Beni said: Its like a fresh wind in my heart.....it was so significant because outside it was a heatwave!!!!!  Beni arrived at camp just with a plastic bag with some tee shirts, no pyjamas, or anything else for that matter but he returned home rich because the Lord was with Him, and of course with new clothes from the aid sent out from the U.K.  

Alin Bab (13 ani) – A fine sensitive boy, was brought to camp by his friend.   He came for counselling and wanted to know how he could ask Jesus into his life.  Alin told us about the giant he faced at home, he feels very lonely and that nobody loves him, most of holidays he is alone.  The other children make a fool of him, including the fact that he wears glasses.  Even his father looks down on him, speaks roughly to him and is forever telling him he is too thin.  His father is a champion weightlifter and wants Alin to be the same, but Alin hates this. His mother doesnt help things, as she makes him watch horror films to try to make a man of him.   

God was really in Alin coming to camp because he came to know Jesus as His Saviour and best friend.  Please pray for him as he tries to live for the Lord back home.

Florin [12] is from a poor family. He was put for a while into an orphanage
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because his parents couldn’t support him financially, and there he didn’t develop too well. Now he stays with his Grandmother, who has a very poor pension. Florin, in his simpleness, received the Lord as Saviour.  Later at camp some rivalry developed between him and a number of boys from a different village.  In a burst of boisterousness Florin”s shoulder was dislocated and at midnight we had to send for an ambulance, to take him to hospital in Arad, some 2 hours away.   Florin didn’t want to leave camp, he cried more about having to leave camp than about the pain in his shoulder!  But “God was in it all”....he didn’t allow the worst to happen, after his x-ray and treatment in the hospital, he came back in the morning around 8.30 with his shoulder fixed.  Despite his ordeal Florin spent the last two days of camp just very happy to be there. 

Robi (12) - from a christian childrens home in Arad, was enrolled at the very last moment to camp. But again „God was in it all”.......because when he came for counselling he said: I feel that I have really been attracted to God this week.   We heard later that when he was back at home he was found in his room reading his Bible and crying........ we wonder what was in his heart!!!

One last, but in no way a lesser „giant” that we faced this summer, was the fact that we did not have enough clothes to supply our two shops, or even the shop held in the camp, where the children exchange their points for clothes etc, on the last day. This is a real problem for us as the proceeds from the aid normally raise 25% of our charity running costs.   Further, the aid helps those children who come to camp without many clothes. In the past we have always managed to supply them with clothes, without them being embarassed.  

Along with Children for Christ in the UK & Northern Ireland, Seeds of Hope Linlithgow Scotland have been sending us clothes for the past 13 years, but sadly they closed this year.  We are grateful and really want to thank all who participated in this service for the Lord and we are trusting that „God is in it all” and that He will provide us with another group of folks who will be willing to take up this challenge and collect good quality clothes, shoes etc for us. 

As we have looked back and seen how „God was in it all” over the summer months at camp, we now look forward to our winter program.  We want to be sure that in all our proposed plans…… „God is in it all”.

▪ Our monthly „training workshops” which start in October are held in different  churches throughout Arad.  Around 100 Sunday school teachers and Home Bible club teachers come to learn and keep up to date with the spiritual condition and  challenges of working with contemporary children.
